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Set up an account with an e-mail address as the ID before
the demo. Change the name of the project to Ancient
Egyptians.

Sign into your demo My Research account. Go to the
Ancient Egyptians—Who Were the Ancient Egyptians
section.

Save the section to My Research. Show how to use the
named project.

Click on Pyramids at Giza link. Save this picture to My
Research.

Go to My Research. Show Add Note feature.
Can be used for gathering Works Cited info or adding
research questions.

Point out information can be emailed to yourself for work
at home, to another student for collaborative projects, to
the teacher to show progress, to parents to demonstrate

information gathered.

Other Uses of My Research—

Suggest that the teacher create a set of classroom IDs for
use with My Research for these uses.

Create a virtual tour of the topic by saving pictures and
using the Notes feature to guide the viewer. The tour can
then be used as a presentation for the entire class.

Create a project planning guide by annotating the
references. Information can be added about which group
member is responsible for each section of the project.

Create a differentiated quiz for students by asking
guestions in the Notes feature. Students could use a word
processor template for their answers.
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Interactives—

Drag and Drop

Demo this as a review where students also add a brief
description of why the person should be included in the
review of Ancient Egyptians.

Be sure to show that the user gets two chances before the
answers are revealed.

Works well with an interactive white board (IWB) or as a
learning center. Students would record the key words in
their answer about importance at the learning center.

Example projects are a museum exhibit on a topic about Ancient
Egypt, a video interview of an Ancient Egyptian leader or working
person, or develop a PPT, iPhoto, or PhotoStory presentation on one
aspect of Ancient Egypt.

Point out the Works Cited info at the bottom of each section...good
way to help reinforce citing materials
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Reading Strategies— V Reinforce finding important points and taking notes by having
students jigsaw information on Ancient Egyptians.
V Have the students develop glossary entries for any other words they
do not understand.
V Use the PDF and print feature along with the read aloud to help
students better understand the text.
V Use the PDF feature to model taking notes or using a highlighter for
selecting important information.
Search Strategies— V Demo the Advanced Search option as a tool for helping students
improve information literacy.
Be sure to use the right side with the And/Or/Not boxes to help
demonstrate Boolean searching
Help students see how using the checkboxes help them save time by
limiting their search
V Suggest as a time saver for the teacher when looking for good
quality videos, graphics, or information in tables which helps
students understand more easily
